RULES OF COMPETITION

1. Beaver County Fair Committee reserves the right to refuse entrance of any car, driver, or pit crew into the demolition derby.

2. Drivers will not be able to compete in the main event in any other car other than the car they are registered in or they will be disqualified.  This means they loose prize money, trophy, and entry fee.

3. Drivers must have a valid driver’s license.
4. Inspections of cars will be from 2:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. August 15, 2009 at the Beaver County Fair Grounds.  No cars will be inspected after 6:00 p.m.

5. Cars must be inspected before entering pit areas.  Driver and car are the only members that will be in the inspection area.  If the car fails inspection and needs to have work done after it is inspected the first time, the driver will be able to enter the pit to have work done.  But will not be able to compete in the derby until car passes second inspection!  If the car does not pass second inspection the car, driver and pit crew will be asked to leave pit area.  Entrance fee and pit passes are non-refundable.
6. After each heat is over any and all cars are subject to be re-inspected.  Winning cars can be subject to re-inspection immediately!  If a car is disqualified for cheating they will forfeit entrance fee and winnings!!!!!!  Car, driver, and pit crewmembers will be asked to leave the pit area.

7. If your car stalls, gets hung up, or gets stuck on another car you have two minutes to make a qualified hit at judge’s discretion.

8. Tag teaming will not be allowed. (Judge’s Discretion)

9. You must compete at all times.  If the judges think that you are sandbagging, they will call you out. So compete at all times until the heat is over!!!

10. No driver door hits.  Judges decisions on driver door hits are final!!

11. If you disagree with a call made, you need to find Chad, nobody else will be able to help you.  If you choose to yell at any other official, you will be DISQUALIFIED IMMEDIATELY!!! 
12. All drivers must wear DOT approved helmet and eye protection! Red and white flags must be in the car before entering the arena.  No shorts, sleeveless shirts, or open-toed shoes allowed.  All of this except the helmet applies to the pit crew also.  Eye protection is recommended in the pits.

13. NO ALCOHOL IN THE PIT AREA.  This includes driver, family, friends, and crewmembers.  If any alcohol is found; car and driver will be immediately disqualified.  This also applies if you have been drinking before the derby begins.

14. Stay in you car at all times during competition.  The only way that you are allowed to get out of the car is if there is a fire in your car or one next to you.

15. After the competition heat, only one pit crewmember per car is allowed in the arenas.  (No exceptions.)

16. Derby will start at 6:30 p.m. August 15th, 2009
