PAGEANT AGENDA and GUIDELINES

1. Contestants will be randomly selected prior to the pageant to determine the order in which they will participate.

2. Little Miss (7-9), Junior Miss (10-12), and Teen Miss (13-17) will begin the Personal Interview category.  Contestants should wear dressy clothes—a dress, skirt, or dress slacks.  This category is not open to the public and will be held before the on-stage pageant beings.  Each judge will ask three questions.  Questions will be age appropriate and each contestant will be asked the same questions.  Contestants will be judged on personality/confidence, knowledge, grooming, and poise.  Teeny Miss (3-4) and Petite Miss (5-6) will not have a personal interview portion of their contest.

3. The on-stage pageant will begin with each contestant being introduced by the MC.  Contestants will walk out on stage and the MC will introduce them.  They will then walk off.  This portion of the contest will be judged.  The judges will be looking for poise and confidence.  Contestants can way some sort of casual outfit—like a new school outfit.
4. The Talent category will begin immediately following the introduction.  The MC will introduce each contestant and read their talent description.  Upon completion of their talent the contestant will exit the stage and change into their formal gown.  Talents are limited to two minutes or the length of a song.  Almost anything considered a talent is acceptable, but any questions or concerns need to be addressed with BROOKE.  Contestants will be judged on poise, grooming, and difficulty of the talent in relation to their age, originality, and overall performance.

5. There will be a new category for the Junior Miss and Miss Teen pageants.  This category is called Lifestyle and Fitness.  This is not a swimsuit competition.  It will simply be a routine that shows fitness in life.  A contestant can show anything that has to do with fitness (playing a sport, tumbling, riding a bike, etc).  Any questions about this new category, please contact BROOKE.

6. The Formal Gown portion of the pageant will begin after the judges have completed their scoring for the talent category.  Contestants need to be wearing a dress.  Formal gowns do NOT need to be worn.  SUNDAY DRESSES WILL BE JUST FINE!  The stage will be marked with X’s that each girl can walk to, stand on, turn around, and they walk to the next one.  The MC will read their ‘All About Me’ paragraph (limit 100 words or less) while they are modeling.  If they have walked to each X and the MC is still reading they can just walk the pattern again.  Helpers will be by the stage to coach the girls if they need it, and will not be docked points for it.  Contestants may also practice their modeling prior to the pageant.  Contestants will be judged on poise, grooming, and their personality/confidence while on stage.

7. Before the contestant exits the stage they will be asked two On-Stage Questions.  Questions will be age appropriate.  Contestants will be judged on poise, personality, and clarity of answer.  After the questions have been asked the contestant will exit the stage.

8. The Most Photogenic category will be judged by the photographer from the picture day prior to the pageant.  There will be a winner in each age group.  This does NOT affect the overall score and is judged as a separate entity.
9. After the scores have been tallied all contestants will walk back on the stage in their number order to announce the winners.  Their formal dress needs to be worn.  In each category there will be crowned a queen, a 1st attendant, and a 2nd attendant.  All contestants will receive a crown.
10. Please adhere to the pageant guidelines.  If there are questions or concerns about any of the pageant guidelines they must be addressed with Brooke before Saturday, August 6, 2010.  Failure to do so could result in docked points or disqualification.

11. Application and registration fee must be delivered to Brooke by Monday, July 25, 2011.
12. They can be taken to her home (1470 N 1450 W, Beaver) or to her work at The Flower Shop in Beaver Drug on Tuesdays from 10 to 3.
13. Teeny Miss, Petite Miss, Little Miss, and Junior Miss Pageants will be held Friday, August 12, 2011 at the Beaver County Fairgrounds.  The Miss Teen Pageant will be held on the same day as Miss Beaver County which is August 5, 2011, time to be determined and will be held at Beaver High School Auditorium.  All contestants need to be at the fairgrounds dressed in their introduction outfit or interview outfit and ready to go 15 minutes before their contest begins.
